THERE IS ONLY one baptism 
Eph 4:4  There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your calling; Eph 4:5  One Lord, one faith, one baptism, Eph 4:6  One God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all.

The Baptism of Jesus is recorded in all four gospels and in each case

the indwelling of the “Holy Spirit” is in view.

Water baptism symbolizes the cleaning that God does to his chosen.

John 15:3 Now ye are clean through the word which I have spoken unto you. Therefore it is “the Word, Jesus” that does the work of the true cleaning and the action of water baptism is the product of that work.

Mark 1:6  And John was clothed with camel's hair, and with a girdle of a skin about his loins; and he did eat locusts and wild honey;  Mark 1:7  And preached, saying, There cometh one mightier than I after me, the latchet of whose shoes I am not worthy to stoop down and unloose.  Mark 1:8  I indeed have baptized (baptizo) you with water: but he shall baptize (baptizo) you with the Holy Ghost. Luke 3:18  And many other things in his exhortation preached he unto the people.Luke 3:19  But Herod the tetrarch, being reproved by him for Herodias his brother Philip's wife, and for all the evils which Herod had done,  Luke 3:20  Added yet this above all, that he shut up John in prison.  Luke 3:21  Now when all the people were baptized (baptizo), it came to pass, that Jesus also being baptized (baptizo), and praying, the heaven was opened,  Luke 3:22  And the Holy Ghost descended in a bodily shape like a dove upon him, and a voice came from heaven, which said, Thou art my beloved Son; in thee I am well pleased.

John 1:32  And John bare record, saying, I saw the Spirit descending from heaven like a dove, and it abode upon him.  John 1:33  And I knew him not: but he that sent me to baptize (baptizo) with water, the same said unto me, Upon whom thou shalt see the Spirit descending, and remaining on him, the same is he which baptizeth (baptizo) with the Holy Ghost.  John 1:34  And I saw, and bare record that this is the Son of God.  John 1:35  Again the next day after John stood, and two of his disciples;  John 1:36  And looking upon Jesus as he walked, he saith, Behold the Lamb of God!

they were come up out of the water 
Acts 8:26  And the angel of the Lord spake unto Philip, saying, Arise, and go toward the south unto the way that goeth down from Jerusalem unto Gaza, which is desert.  Acts 8:27  And he arose and went: and, behold, a man of Ethiopia, an eunuch of great authority under Candace queen of the Ethiopians, who had the charge of all her treasure, and had come to Jerusalem for to worship,  Acts 8:28  Was returning, and sitting in his chariot read Esaias the prophet.  Acts 8:29  Then the Spirit said unto Philip, Go near, and join thyself to this chariot. For as yet the Holy Ghost was fallen upon none of them: only they were baptized

Acts 8:13  Then Simon himself believed also: and when he was baptized (baptizo), he continued with Philip, and wondered, beholding the miracles and signs which were done.  Acts 8:14  Now when the apostles which were at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received the word of God, they sent unto them Peter and John:  Acts 8:15  Who, when they were come down, prayed for them, that they might receive the Holy Ghost:  Acts 8:16  (For as yet he was fallen upon none of them: only they were baptized (baptizo) in the name of the Lord Jesus.)  Acts 8:17  Then laid they their hands on them, and they received the Holy Ghost.

We have not so much as heard whether there be any Holy Ghost

Acts 19:1  And it came to pass, that, while Apollos was at Corinth, Paul having passed through the upper coasts came to Ephesus: and finding certain disciples,  Acts 19:2  He said unto them, Have ye received the Holy Ghost since ye believed? And they said unto him, We have not so much as heard whether there be any Holy Ghost.  Acts 19:3  And he said unto them, Unto what then were ye baptized (baptizo)? And they said, Unto John's baptism.  Acts 19:4  Then said Paul, John verily baptized (baptizo) with the baptism (baptisma) of repentance, saying unto the people, that they should believe on him which should come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus.  Acts 19:5  When they heard this, they were baptized (baptizo) in the name of the Lord Jesus.  Acts 19:6  And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on them; and they spake with tongues, and prophesied.  Acts 19:7  And all the men were about twelve.

eat bread with unwashen hands 

Mark 7:1  Then came together unto him the Pharisees, and certain of the scribes, which came from Jerusalem.  Mark 7:2  And when they saw some of his disciples eat bread with defiled, that is to say, with unwashen, hands, they found fault.  Mark 7:3  For the Pharisees, and all the Jews, except they wash their hands oft, eat not, holding the tradition of the elders.  Mark 7:4  And when they come from the market, except they wash (baptizo),they eat not. And many other things there be, which they have received to hold, as the washing (baptisma) of cups, and pots, brazen vessels, and of tables.  Mark 7:5  Then the Pharisees and scribes asked him, Why walk not thy disciples according to the tradition of the elders, but eat bread with unwashen hands?  Mark 7:6  He answered and said unto them, Well hath Esaias prophesied of you hypocrites, as it is written, This people honoureth me with their lips, but their heart is far from me.  Mark 7:7  Howbeit in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.  Mark 7:8  For laying aside the commandment of God, ye hold the tradition of men, as the washing (baptismos)  of pots and cups: and many other such like things ye do.

he had not first washed before dinner 
Luke 11:37  And as he spake, a certain Pharisee besought him to dine with him: and he went in, and sat down to meat.  Luke 11:38  And when the Pharisee saw it, he marvelled that he had not first washed (baptizo) before dinner.  Luke 11:39  And the Lord said unto him, Now do ye Pharisees make clean the outside of the cup and the platter; but your inward part is full of ravening and wickedness.  Luke 11:40  Ye fools, did not he that made that which is without make that which is within also?  Luke 11:41  But rather give alms of such things as ye have; and, behold, all things are clean unto you.  Luke 11:42  But woe unto you, Pharisees! for ye tithe mint and rue and all manner of herbs, and pass over judgment and the love of God: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone. 

Buried with him in baptism 

Col 2:8  Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ. Col 2:9  For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily. Col 2:10  And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principality and power: Col 2:11  In whom also ye are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ: Col 2:12  Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead. Col 2:13  And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses;    Gal 6:15  For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision availeth any thing, nor uncircumcision, but a new creature.

He must increase, but I must decrease 
John 3:22  After these things came Jesus and his disciples into the land of Judaea; and there he tarried with them, and baptized (baptizo).  John 3:23  And John also was baptizing (baptizo) in Aenon near to Salim, because there was much water there: and they came, and were baptized (baptizo).  John 3:24  For John was not yet cast into prison.  John 3:25  Then there arose a question between some of John's disciples and the Jews about purifying.  John 3:26  And they came unto John, and said unto him, Rabbi, he that was with thee beyond Jordan, to whom thou barest witness, behold, the same baptizeth (baptizo), and all men come to him.  John 3:27  John answered and said, A man can receive nothing, except it be given him from heaven.  John 3:28  Ye yourselves bear me witness, that I said, I am not the Christ, but that I am sent before him.  John 3:29  He that hath the bride is the bridegroom: but the friend of the bridegroom, which standeth and heareth him, rejoiceth greatly because of the bridegroom's voice: this my joy therefore is fulfilled.  John 3:30  He must increase, but I must decrease.  John 3:31  He that cometh from above is above all: he that is of the earth is earthly, and speaketh of the earth: he that cometh from heaven is above all.

circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit 
Rom 2:28  For he is not a Jew, which is one outwardly; neither is that circumcision, which is outward in the flesh: Rom 2:29  But he is a Jew, which is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit, and not in the letter; whose praise is not of men, but of God.

Jesus himself baptized not 
John 4:1  When therefore the Lord knew how the Pharisees had heard that Jesus made and baptized (baptizo) more disciples than John,  John 4:2  (Though Jesus himself baptized (baptizo) not, but his disciples,)  John 4:3  He left Judaea, and departed again into Galilee.

wisdom is justified of all her children 

Luke 7:28  For I say unto you, Among those that are born of women there is not a greater prophet than John the Baptist (Baptistes): but he that is least in the kingdom of God is greater than he.  Luke 7:29  And all the people that heard him, and the publicans, justified God, being baptized (baptizo) with the baptism (baptisma) of John.  Luke 7:30  But the Pharisees and lawyers rejected the counsel of God against themselves, being not baptized (baptizo) of him.  Luke 7:31  And the Lord said, Whereunto then shall I liken the men of this generation? and to what are they like?  Luke 7:32  They are like unto children sitting in the marketplace, and calling one to another, and saying, We have piped unto you, and ye have not danced; we have mourned to you, and ye have not wept.  Luke 7:33  For John the Baptist (Baptistes) came neither eating bread nor drinking wine; and ye say, He hath a devil.  Luke 7:34  The Son of man is come eating and drinking; and ye say, Behold a gluttonous man, and a winebibber, a friend of publicans and sinners!  Luke 7:35  But wisdom is justified of all her children.

entered into the house … and was baptized
Acts 9:17  And Ananias went his way, and entered into the house; and putting his hands on him said, Brother Saul, the Lord, even Jesus, that appeared unto thee in the way as thou camest, hath sent me, that thou mightest receive thy sight, and be filled with the Holy Ghost.  Acts 9:18  And immediately there fell from his eyes as it had been scales: and he received sight forthwith, and arose, and was baptized (baptizo).  Acts 9:19  And when he had received meat, he was strengthened. Then was Saul certain days with the disciples which were at Damascus.  Acts 9:20  And straightway he preached Christ in the synagogues, that he is the Son of God.

the Holy Ghost fell on 

Acts 10:44  While Peter yet spake these words, the Holy Ghost fell on all them which heard the word.  Acts 10:45  And they of the circumcision which believed were astonished, as many as came with Peter, because that on the Gentiles also was poured out the gift of the Holy Ghost.  Acts 10:46  For they heard them speak with tongues, and magnify God. Then answered Peter,  Acts 10:47  Can any man forbid water, that these should not be baptized (baptizo), which have received the Holy Ghost as well as we?  Acts 10:48  And he commanded them to be baptized (baptizo) in the name of the Lord. Then prayed they him to tarry certain days.

The baptism of the Sons of Zebedee is recorded in two gospels.
The Sons of Zebedee

Mat 20:20  Then came to him the mother of Zebedee's children with her sons, worshipping him, and desiring a certain thing of him.  Mat 20:21  And he said unto her, What wilt thou? She saith unto him, Grant that these my two sons may sit, the one on thy right hand, and the other on the left, in thy kingdom.  Mat 20:22  But Jesus answered and said, Ye know not what ye ask. Are ye able to drink of the cup that I shall drink of, and to be baptized (baptizo) with the baptism, (baptisma) that I am baptized (baptizo) with? They say unto him, We are able.  Mat 20:23  And he saith unto them, Ye shall drink indeed of my cup, and be baptized (baptizo) with the baptism, (baptisma) that I am baptized (baptizo) with: but to sit on my right hand, and on my left, is not mine to give, but it shall be given to them for whom it is prepared of my Father.

The Sons of Zebedee

Mark 10:35  And James and John, the sons of Zebedee, come unto him, saying, Master, we would that thou shouldest do for us whatsoever we shall desire.  Mark 10:36  And he said unto them, What would ye that I should do for you?  Mark 10:37  They said unto him, Grant unto us that we may sit, one on thy right hand, and the other on thy left hand, in thy glory.  Mark 10:38  But Jesus said unto them, Ye know not what ye ask: can ye drink of the cup that I drink of? and be baptized (baptizo) with the baptism (baptisma) that I am baptized (baptizo) with?  Mark 10:39  And they said unto him, We can. And Jesus said unto them, Ye shall indeed drink of the cup that I drink of; and with the baptism (baptisma) that I am baptized withal shall ye be baptized (baptizo):  Mark 10:40  But to sit on my right hand and on my left hand is not mine to give; but it shall be given to them for whom it is prepared.  Mark 10:41  And when the ten heard it, they began to be much displeased with James and John.

The Baptism of Paul 
Acts 9:17  And Ananias went his way, and entered into the house; and putting his hands on him said, Brother Saul, the Lord, even Jesus, that appeared unto thee in the way as thou camest, hath sent me, that thou mightest receive thy sight, and be filled with the Holy Ghost. Acts 9:18  And immediately there fell from his eyes as it had been scales: and he received sight forthwith, and arose, and was baptized. Acts 9:19  And when he had received meat, he was strengthened. Then was Saul certain days with the disciples which were at Damascus. Acts 9:20  And straightway he preached Christ in the synagogues, that he is the Son of God.

Mark 16:15  And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. Mark 16:16  He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned. Mark 16:17  And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; Mark 16:18  They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.

washing of water by the word
Eph 5:24  Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in every thing. Eph 5:25  Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it; Eph 5:26  That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, Eph 5:27  That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.

John 15:1  I am the true vine, and my Father is the husbandman. John 15:2  Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit. John 15:3  Now ye are clean through the word which I have spoken unto you.
1 John 1:7  But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.

John 13:1  Now before the feast of the passover, when Jesus knew that his hour was come that he should depart out of this world unto the Father, having loved his own which were in the world, he loved them unto the end. John 13:2  And supper being ended, the devil having now put into the heart of Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, to betray him; John 13:3  Jesus knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he was come from God, and went to God; John 13:4  He riseth from supper, and laid aside his garments; and took a towel, and girded himself. John 13:5  After that he poureth water into a basin, and began to wash the disciples' feet, and to wipe them with the towel wherewith he was girded. John 13:6  Then cometh he to Simon Peter: and Peter saith unto him, Lord, dost thou wash my feet? John 13:7  Jesus answered and said unto him, What I do thou knowest not now; but thou shalt know hereafter. John 13:8  Peter saith unto him, Thou shalt never wash my feet. Jesus answered him, If I wash thee not, thou hast no part with me. John 13:9  Simon Peter saith unto him, Lord, not my feet only, but also my hands and my head. John 13:10  Jesus saith to him, He that is washed needeth not save to wash his feet, but is clean every whit: and ye are clean, but not all. John 13:11  For he knew who should betray him; therefore said he, Ye are not all clean.

Go show yourselves unto the priests
Luke 5:12  And it came to pass, when he was in a certain city, behold a man full of leprosy: who seeing Jesus fell on his face, and besought him, saying, Lord, if thou wilt, thou canst make me clean. Luke 5:13  And he put forth his hand, and touched him, saying, I will: be thou clean. And immediately the leprosy departed from him. Luke 5:14  And he charged him to tell no man: but go, and show thyself to the priest, and offer for thy cleansing, according as Moses commanded, for a testimony unto them.

Luke 17:12  And as he entered into a certain village, there met him ten men that were lepers, which stood afar off: Luke 17:13  And they lifted up their voices, and said, Jesus, Master, have mercy on us. Luke 17:14  And when he saw them, he said unto them, Go show yourselves unto the priests. And it came to pass, that, as they went, they were cleansed. uke 17:15  And one of them, when he saw that he was healed, turned back, and with a loud voice glorified God, Luke 17:16  And fell down on his face at his feet, giving him thanks: and he was a Samaritan. Luke 17:17  And Jesus answering said, Were there not ten cleansed? but where are the nine? Luke 17:18  There are not found that returned to give glory to God, save this stranger. Luke 17:19  And he said unto him, Arise, go thy way: thy faith hath made thee whole.

Lev 14:2  This shall be the law of the leper in the day of his cleansing: He shall be brought unto the priest: Lev 14:3  And the priest shall go forth out of the camp; and the priest shall look, and, behold, if the plague of leprosy be healed in the leper; Lev 14:4  Then shall the priest command to take for him that is to be cleansed two birds alive and clean, and cedar wood, and scarlet, and hyssop: Lev 14:5  And the priest shall command that one of the birds be killed in an earthen vessel over running water: Lev 14:6  As for the living bird, he shall take it, and the cedar wood, and the scarlet, and the hyssop, and shall dip them and the living bird in the blood of the bird that was killed over the running water: Lev 14:7  And he shall sprinkle upon him that is to be cleansed from the leprosy seven times, and shall pronounce him clean, and shall let the living bird loose into the open field.

Psa 115:14  The LORD shall increase you more and more, you and your children.

Acts 2:38  Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost. Acts 2:39  For (with the aim of) the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God shall call.

much water (polus hudor)

(phrase used 5 x’s)

John 3:22  After these things came Jesus and his disciples into the land of Judaea; and there he tarried with them, and baptized. John 3:23  And John also was baptizing in Aenon near to Salim, because there was much water (polus hudor) there: and they came, and were baptized.

Rev 1:13  And in the midst of the seven candlesticks one like unto the Son of man, clothed with a garment down to the foot, and girt about the paps with a golden girdle. Rev 1:14  His head and his hairs were white like wool, as white as snow; and his eyes were as a flame of fire; Rev 1:15  And his feet like unto fine brass, as if they burned in a furnace; and his voice as the sound of many waters (polus hudor).

Rev 14:1  And I looked, and, lo, a Lamb stood on the mount Sion, and with him an hundred forty and four thousand, having his Father's name written in their foreheads. Rev 14:2  And I heard a voice from heaven, as the voice of many waters (polus hudor), and as the voice of a great thunder: and I heard the voice of harpers harping with their harps:

Rev 17:1  And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will show unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters (polus hudor):

Rev 19:1  And after these things I heard a great voice of much people in heaven, saying, Alleluia; Salvation, and glory, and honour, and power, unto the Lord our God: Rev 19:2  For true and righteous are his judgments: for he hath judged the great whore, which did corrupt the earth with her fornication, and hath avenged the blood of his servants at her hand. Rev 19:3  And again they said, Alleluia. And her smoke rose up for ever and ever. Rev 19:4  And the four and twenty elders and the four beasts fell down and worshipped God that sat on the throne, saying, Amen; Alleluia. Rev 19:5  And a voice came out of the throne, saying, Praise our God, all ye his servants, and ye that fear him, both small and great. Rev 19:6  And I heard as it were the voice of a great multitude, and as the voice of many waters (polus hudor), and as the voice of mighty thunderings, saying, Alleluia: for the Lord God omnipotent reigneth. Rev 19:7  Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of the Lamb is come, and his wife hath made herself ready. Rev 19:8  And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints.

Psa 29:3  The voice of the LORD is upon the waters: the God of glory thundereth: the LORD is upon many waters (rab mayim).  Psa 29:4  The voice of the LORD is powerful; the voice of the LORD is full of majesty.

Num 24:5  How goodly are thy tents, O Jacob, and thy tabernacles, O Israel!
