( Deu 22:23 If a damsel that is a virgin be betrothed unto an husband, and a man find her in the city, and lie with her; Deu 22:24  Then ye shall bring them both out unto the gate of that city, and ye shall stone them with stones that they die; the damsel, because she cried not, being in the city; and the man, because he hath humbled his neighbour's wife: so thou shalt put away evil from among you.

( John 8:3  And the scribes and Pharisees brought unto him a woman taken in adultery; and when they had set her in the midst, John 8:4  They say unto him, Master, this woman was taken in adultery, in the very act. John 8:5  Now Moses in the law commanded us, that such should be stoned: but what sayest thou? John 8:6  This they said, tempting him, that they might have to accuse him. But Jesus stooped down, and with his finger wrote on the ground, as though he heard them not. John 8:7  So when they continued asking him, he lifted up himself, and said unto them, He that is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her. John 8:8  And again he stooped down, and wrote on the ground. John 8:9  And they which heard it, being convicted by their own conscience, went out one by one, beginning at the eldest, even unto the last: and Jesus was left alone, and the woman standing in the midst. John 8:10  When Jesus had lifted up himself, and saw none but the woman, he said unto her, Woman, where are those thine accusers? hath no man condemned thee? John 8:11  She said, No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I condemn thee: go, and sin no more.

DIVORCE  -  3 accounts of divorce in the old testament, concerning Christ’s divorcing National Israel.

( Deu 24:1  When a man hath taken a wife, and married her, and it come to pass that she find no favour in his eyes, because he hath found some uncleanness in her: then let him write her a bill of divorcement, and give it in her hand, and send her out of his house. Deu 24:2  And when she is departed out of his house, she may go and be another man's wife. Deu 24:3  And if the latter husband hate her, and write her a bill of divorcement, and giveth it in her hand, and sendeth her out of his house; or if the latter husband die, which took her to be his wife; Deu 24:4  Her former husband, which sent her away, may not take her again to be his wife, after that she is defiled; for that is abomination before the LORD: and thou shalt not cause the land to sin, which the LORD thy God giveth thee for an inheritance.

(  Isa 50:1  Thus saith the LORD, Where is the bill of your mother's divorcement, whom I have put away? or which of my creditors is it to whom I have sold you? Behold, for your iniquities have ye sold yourselves, and for your transgressions is your mother put away. Isa 50:2  Wherefore, when I came, was there no man? when I called, was there none to answer? Is my hand shortened at all, that it cannot redeem? or have I no power to deliver? behold, at my rebuke I dry up the sea, I make the rivers a wilderness: their fish stinketh, because there is no water, and dieth for thirst. Isa 50:3  I clothe the heavens with blackness, and I make sackcloth their covering.

(  Jer 3:6  The LORD said also unto me in the days of Josiah the king, Hast thou seen that which backsliding Israel hath done? she is gone up upon every high mountain and under every green tree, and there hath played the harlot. Jer 3:7  And I said after she had done all these things, Turn thou unto me. But she returned not. And her treacherous sister Judah saw it. Jer 3:8  And I saw, when for all the causes whereby backsliding Israel committed adultery I had put her away, and given her a bill of divorce; yet her treacherous sister Judah feared not, but went and played the harlot also. Jer 3:9  And it came to pass through the lightness of her whoredom, that she defiled the land, and committed adultery with stones and with stocks.

putting away

(  Mal 2:14  Yet ye say, Wherefore? Because the LORD hath been witness between thee and the wife of thy youth, against whom thou hast dealt treacherously: yet is she thy companion, and the wife of thy covenant. Mal 2:15  And did not he make one? Yet had he the residue of the spirit. And wherefore one? That he might seek a godly seed. Therefore take heed to your spirit, and let none deal treacherously against the wife of his youth. Mal 2:16  For the LORD, the God of Israel, saith that he hateth putting away: for one covereth violence with his garment, saith the LORD of hosts: therefore take heed to your spirit, that ye deal not treacherously.

THE PRINCIPLES OF MARRAGE

Rom 7:1  Know ye not, brethren, (for I speak to them that know the law,) how that the law hath dominion over a man as long as he liveth? Rom 7:2  For the woman which hath an husband is bound by the law to her husband so long as he liveth; but if the husband be dead, she is loosed from the law of her husband. Rom 7:3  So then if, while her husband liveth, she be married to another man, she shall be called an adulteress: but if her husband be dead, she is free from that law; so that she is no adulteress, though she be married to another man. 

1 Cor 7:10   And unto the married I command, yet not I, but the Lord, Let not the wife depart from her husband: 1 Cor 7:11  But and if she depart, let her remain unmarried, or be reconciled to her husband: and let not the husband put away his wife. 1 Cor 7:12  But to the rest speak I, not the Lord: If any brother hath a wife that believeth not, and she be pleased to dwell with him, let him not put her away. 1 Cor 7:13  And the woman which hath an husband that believeth not, and if he be pleased to dwell with her, let her not leave him. 1 Cor 7:14  For the unbelieving husband is sanctified by the wife, and the unbelieving wife is sanctified by the husband: else were your children unclean; but now are they holy. 1 Cor 7:15  But if the unbelieving depart, let him depart. A brother or a sister is not under bondage in such cases: but God hath called us to peace. 1 Cor 7:16  For what knowest thou, O wife, whether thou shalt save thy husband? or how knowest thou, O man, whether thou shalt save thy wife?

Mark 10:2  And the Pharisees came to him, and asked him, Is it lawful for a man to put away his wife? tempting him. Mark 10:3  And he answered and said unto them, What did Moses command you? Mark 10:4  And they said, Moses suffered to write a bill of divorcement, and to put her away. Mark 10:5  And Jesus answered and said unto them, For the hardness of your heart he wrote you this precept. Mark 10:6  But from the beginning of the creation God made them male and female. Mark 10:7  For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and cleave to his wife; Mark 10:8  And they twain shall be one flesh: so then they are no more twain, but one flesh. Mark 10:9  What therefore God hath joined together, let not man put asunder. Mark 10:10  And in the house his disciples asked him again of the same matter. Mark 10:11  And he saith unto them, Whosoever shall put away his wife, and marry another, committeth adultery against her. Mark 10:12  And if a woman shall put away her husband, and be married to another, she committeth adultery.

Eph 5:22  Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord. Eph 5:23  For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the church: and he is the saviour of the body. Eph 5:24  Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in every thing. Eph 5:25  Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it; Eph 5:26  That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, Eph 5:27  That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish. Eph 5:28  So ought men to love their wives as their own bodies. He that loveth his wife loveth himself. Eph 5:29  For no man ever yet hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and cherisheth it, even as the Lord the church: Eph 5:30  For we are members of his body, of his flesh, and of his bones. Eph 5:31  For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall be joined unto his wife, and they two shall be one flesh. Eph 5:32  This is a great mystery: but I speak concerning Christ and the church. Eph 5:33  Nevertheless let every one of you in particular so love his wife even as himself; and the wife see that she reverence her husband.

Col 3:18  Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as it is fit in the Lord. Col 3:19  Husbands, love your wives, and be not bitter against them.

moicheuo, to commit adultery:  used 27 times and in every case refers to sexual relationship with people married to others.

Luke 16:18  Whosoever putteth away his wife, and marrieth another, committeth adultery: and whosoever marrieth her that is put away from her husband committeth adultery.

The word porneia fornication 26 x’s in the bible       And is always interpreted fornication and “never” adultery

THESE ARE THE ONLY (2) VERSES THAT PEOPLE THINK GOD IS PERMITTING DIVORCE
Mat 5:27  Ye have heard that it was said by them of old time, Thou shalt not commit adultery: (moicheuo - to commit adultery)  Mat 5:28  But I say unto you, That whosoever looketh on a woman to lust after her hath committed adultery with her already in his heart. Mat 5:29  And if thy right eye offend thee, pluck it out, and cast it from thee: for it is profitable for thee that one of thy members should perish, and not that thy whole body should be cast into hell. Mat 5:30  And if thy right hand offend thee, cut it off, and cast it from thee: for it is profitable for thee that one of thy members should perish, and not that thy whole body should be cast into hell. Mat 5:31  It hath been said, Whosoever shall put away his wife, let him give her a writing of divorcement: Mat 5:32  But I say unto you, That whosoever shall put away his wife, (gune, a woman or wife)  saving for the cause of fornication,  (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.)  causeth her to commit adultery: and whosoever shall marry her that is divorced committeth adultery.

Mat 19:3  The Pharisees also came unto him, tempting him, and saying unto him, Is it lawful for a man to put away his wife for every cause? Mat 19:4  And he answered and said unto them, Have ye not read, that he which made them at the beginning made them male and female, Mat 19:5  And said, For this cause shall a man leave father and mother, and shall cleave to his wife: and they twain shall be one flesh? Mat 19:6  Wherefore they are no more twain, but one flesh. What therefore God hath joined together, let not man put asunder. Mat 19:7  They say unto him, Why did Moses then command to give a writing of divorcement, and to put her away? Mat 19:8  He saith unto them, Moses because of the hardness of your hearts suffered you to put away your wives: but from the beginning it was not so. Mat 19:9  And I say unto you, Whosoever shall put away his wife, except it be for fornication,  (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) and shall marry another, committeth adultery: and whoso marrieth her which is put away doth commit adultery. Mat 19:10  His disciples say unto him, If the case of the man be so with his wife, it is not good to marry. Mat 19:11  But he said unto them, All men cannot receive this saying, save they to whom it is given. Mat 19:12  For there are some eunuchs, which were so born from their mother's womb: and there are some eunuchs, which were made eunuchs of men: and there be eunuchs, which have made themselves eunuchs for the kingdom of heaven's sake. He that is able to receive it, let him receive it.

THE ONLY EXAMPE IN THE BIBLE THAT GIVES US AN EXAMPLE OF A RIGHTIOUS DIVORCE

Mat 1:18  Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this wise: When as his mother Mary was espoused (mnesteuo, to give as engagement i.e. betroth  (to undertake to marry) espouse.)  to Joseph, before they came together, (to consummate the marriage, there has not yet been a ritual and a feast) she was found with child of the Holy Ghost. Mat 1:19  Then Joseph her husband, being a just man, and not willing to make her a public example, was minded to put her away privily. Mat 1:20  But while he thought on these things, behold, the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost.

Why does God list the two side by side ? (adultery not in view)

3 X’s
(  Mat 15:19  For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, (moicheuo - to commit adultery  fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) thefts, false witness, blasphemies: Mat 15:20  These are the things which defile a man: but to eat with unwashen hands defileth not a man.

(  Mark 7:20  And he said, That which cometh out of the man, that defileth the man. Mark 7:21  For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil thoughts, adulteries, (moicheuo - to commit adultery  fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) murders, Mark 7:22  Thefts, covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness: Mark 7:23  All these evil things come from within, and defile the man.

(  Gal 5:19  Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) uncleanness, lasciviousness, Gal 5:20  Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, Gal 5:21  Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.

SPIRITUAL fornications, (porneia) (adultery not in view)




12 X’s
(  John 8:39  They answered and said unto him, Abraham is our father. Jesus saith unto them, If ye were Abraham's children, ye would do the works of Abraham. John 8:40  But now ye seek to kill me, a man that hath told you the truth, which I have heard of God: this did not Abraham. John 8:41  Ye do the deeds of your father. Then said they to him, We be not born of fornications; (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) we have one Father, even God. John 8:42  Jesus said unto them, If God were your Father, ye would love me: for I proceeded forth and came from God; neither came I of myself, but he sent me. John 8:43  Why do ye not understand my speech? even because ye cannot hear my word. John 8:44  Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it. John 8:45  And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not. John 8:46  Which of you convinceth me of sin? And if I say the truth, why do ye not believe me? John 8:47  He that is of God heareth God's words: ye therefore hear them not, because ye are not of God.

(  Acts 15:18  Known unto God are all his works from the beginning of the world. Acts 15:19  Wherefore my sentence is, that we trouble not them, which from among the Gentiles are turned to God: Acts 15:20  But that we write unto them, that they abstain from pollutions of idols, and from fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) and from things strangled, and from blood.

(  Acts 15:29  That ye abstain from meats offered to idols, and from blood, and from things strangled, and from fornications: (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) from which if ye keep yourselves, ye shall do well. Fare ye well.

(  Acts 21:25  As touching the Gentiles which believe, we have written and concluded that they observe no such thing, save only that they keep themselves from things offered to idols, and from blood, and from strangled, and from fornications. (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.)
(  Col 3:2  Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth. Col 3:3  For ye are dead, and your life is hid with Christ in God. Col 3:4  When Christ, who is our life, shall appear, then shall ye also appear with him in glory. Col 3:5  Mortify therefore your members which are upon the earth; fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) uncleanness, inordinate affection, evil concupiscence, and covetousness, which is idolatry: Col 3:6  For which things' sake the wrath of God cometh on the children of disobedience:

(  Rev 2:19  I know thy works, and charity, and service, and faith, and thy patience, and thy works; and the last to be more than the first. Rev 2:20  Notwithstanding I have a few things against thee, because thou sufferest that woman Jezebel, which calleth herself a prophetess, to teach and to seduce my servants to commit fornication, and to eat things sacrificed unto idols. Rev 2:21  And I gave her space to repent of her fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) and she repented not. Rev 2:22  Behold, I will cast her into a bed, and them that commit adultery with her into great tribulation, except they repent of their deeds.

(  Rev 9:20  And the rest of the men which were not killed by these plagues yet repented not of the works of their hands, that they should not worship devils, and idols of gold, and silver, and brass, and stone, and of wood: which neither can see, nor hear, nor walk: Rev 9:21  Neither repented they of their murders, nor of their sorceries, nor of their fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.), nor of their thefts.

(  Rev 14:8  And there followed another angel, saying, Babylon is fallen, is fallen, that great city, because she made all nations drink of the wine of the wrath of her their fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.).

(  Rev 17:1  And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will show unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters: Rev 17:2  With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication, and the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the wine of her fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.). Rev 17:3  So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a woman sit upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns. Rev 17:4  And the woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet colour, and decked with gold and precious stones and pearls, having a golden cup in her hand full of abominations and filthiness of her fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.): Rev 17:5  And upon her forehead was a name written, MYSTERY, BABYLON THE GREAT, THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS AND ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH.

(  Rev 18:2  And he cried mightily with a strong voice, saying, Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and is become the habitation of devils, and the hold of every foul spirit, and a cage of every unclean and hateful bird. Rev 18:3  For all nations have drunk of the wine of the wrath of her fornication, and the kings of the earth have committed fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) with her, and the merchants of the earth are waxed rich through the abundance of her delicacies.

(  Rev 19:1  And after these things I heard a great voice of much people in heaven, saying, Alleluia; Salvation, and glory, and honour, and power, unto the Lord our God: Rev 19:2  For true and righteous are his judgments: for he hath judged the great whore, which did corrupt the earth with her fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) and hath avenged the blood of his servants at her hand. Rev 19:3  And again they said, Alleluia. And her smoke rose up for ever and ever.

HOMOSEXUALALITY (adultery not in view)




1 X’s
(  Rom 1:26  For this cause God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into that which is against nature: Rom 1:27  And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompense of their error which was meet. Rom 1:28  And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient; Rom 1:29  Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers, Rom 1:30  Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents, Rom 1:31  Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful: Rom 1:32  Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them.

INCEST (adultery not in view)






2 X’s
(  1 Cor 5:1  It is reported commonly that there is fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.)  among you, and such fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.)  as is not so much as named among the Gentiles, that one should have his father's wife.

SEXUAL IMORALITY WITH A HARLOT (adultery not in view)



4 X’s
(  1 Cor 6:12  All things are lawful unto me, but all things are not expedient: all things are lawful for me, but I will not be brought under the power of any. 1 Cor 6:13  Meats for the belly, and the belly for meats: but God shall destroy both it and them. Now the body is not for fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) but for the Lord; and the Lord for the body. 1 Cor 6:14  And God hath both raised up the Lord, and will also raise up us by his own power. 1 Cor 6:15  Know ye not that your bodies are the members of Christ? shall I then take the members of Christ, and make them the members of an harlot? God forbid. 1 Cor 6:16  What? know ye not that he which is joined to an harlot is one body? for two, saith he, shall be one flesh. 1 Cor 6:17  But he that is joined unto the Lord is one spirit. 1 Cor 6:18  Flee fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.). Every sin that a man doeth is without the body; but he that committeth fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) sinneth against his own body. 1 Cor 6:19  What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?

(  Eph 5:2  And walk in love, as Christ also hath loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweetsmelling savour. Eph 5:3  But fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints; Eph 5:4  Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks. Eph 5:5  For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God. Eph 5:6  Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience. Eph 5:7  Be not ye therefore partakers with them.

MARRY TO AVOID FONICATION (adultery not in view)




1 X’s
(  1 Cor 7:1  Now concerning the things whereof ye wrote unto me: It is good for a man not to touch a woman. 1 Cor 7:2  Nevertheless, to avoid fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) let every man have his own wife, and let every woman have her own husband.

LISTED AS A SIN WITH NO REFFERENCE TO ADULTRY




2 X’s
(  2 Cor 12:20  For I fear, lest, when I come, I shall not find you such as I would, and that I shall be found unto you such as ye would not: lest there be debates, envyings, wraths, strifes, backbitings, whisperings, swellings, tumults: 2 Cor 12:21  And lest, when I come again, my God will humble me among you, and that I shall bewail many which have sinned already, and have not repented of the uncleanness and fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) and lasciviousness which they have committed.

(  1 Th 4:3  For this is the will of God, even your sanctification, that ye should abstain from fornications, (porneia, harlotry fig. idolatry:--fornication.) 1 Th 4:4  That every one of you should know how to possess his vessel in sanctification and honour; 1 Th 4:5  Not in the lust of concupiscence, even as the Gentiles which know not God:
