“The beast out of the earth”

Rev 9:1 And the fifth angel sounded, and I saw a star fall from heaven unto the earth: and to him was given the key of the bottomless pit. Rev 9:2 And he opened the bottomless pit; and there arose a smoke out of the pit, as the smoke of a great furnace; and the sun (the Gospel) and the air (the place of conversation) were darkened by reason of the smoke of the pit. Rev 9:3  And there came out of the smoke locusts (False Prophets) upon the earth; (The Corporate church, the carnal minded) 
and unto them was given power, as the scorpions of the earth have power. Rev 9:4  And it was commanded them that they should not hurt the grass (Men) of the earth, (The Corporate church, the carnal minded)
 neither any green thing, (spiritual food)  neither any tree; (Pastors & teachers)  but only those men which have not the seal of God (The Elect) in their foreheads. Rev 9:11  And they had a king over them, which is the angel of the bottomless pit, whose name in the Hebrew tongue is Abaddon, but in the Greek tongue hath his name Apollyon. Rev 9:12  One woe is past; and, behold, there come two woes more hereafter.

Rev 13:15  And he had power to give life unto the image of the beast (Satan dwelling in unsaved mankind collectively), that the image of the beast (Satan dwelling in unsaved mankind collectively) should both speak,(Tongues) and cause that as many as would not worship the image of the beast should be killed (cast out of the church). Rev 16:14  For they are the spirits of devils, working miracles, which go forth unto the kings of the earth and of the whole world, to gather them to the battle of that great day of God Almighty. Rev 16:15  Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest he walk naked, and they see his shame. Rev 16:16  And he gathered them together into a place called in the Hebrew tongue Armageddon.

Mat 22:19  Show me the tribute money. And they brought unto him a penny. Mat 22:20  And he saith unto them, Whose is this image and superscription? Mat 22:21  They say unto him, Caesar's.
