The Declaring of God’s Word with Power (the working of the Holy Spirit)

This Phrase is used 4 times in the Bible

pneuma, pnyoo'-mah; a current of air, i.e. breath (blast) or a breeze; by anal. or fig. a spirit, i.e. (human) the rational soul, (by impl.) vital principle, mental disposition, etc., or (superhuman) an angel, daemon, or (divine) God, Christ's spirit, the Holy Spirit:--ghost, life, spirit (-ual, -ually), mind

zoe, dzo-ay'; from G2198; life (lit. or fig.):--life (-time). Comp. G5590.

Rev 11:11  And after three days and an half the Spirit of life (pneuma zoe) from God entered into them, and they stood upon their feet; and great fear fell upon them which saw them.

John 6:63 It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life. (pneuma zoe)
Rom 8:1  There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. Rom 8:2  For the law of the Spirit of life (pneuma zoe) in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death.
Rom 8:10 And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life (pneuma zoe) because of righteousness.
